Statement Regarding “BSN in 10”

MOADN supports action that enhances nursing education and thereby elevates the profession of nursing through promotion of multiple options to increase the number of baccalaureate prepared nurses such as:
· Statewide articulation agreements to achieve seamless articulation for associate degree nurses into baccalaureate degree nursing programs;
· Strategic partnerships with institutions of higher learning and health care related organizations;
· Fiscal incentives from service and education to facilitate academic progression;
· Demonstration of continuing competency through certification and /or continuing education;
· Assessment of current resources to support academic progression with proposal development to enhance identified deficits or roadblocks.
Support of the “BSN in Ten” mandate is contingent on definition of clear outcomes for licensed registered nurses who do not progress academically beyond an associate degree after implementation of the proposed mandate.
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
